Definitely a day to beat. Larger numbers of tropical migrants with Willow Warblers almost leveling with
Robin for the firs ttime this spring. Redstarts, Lesser White and Blackcaps also in nicer numbers. After

teasing Chris since his arrival, one of the gardens local breeding Wood Pidgeons also found its way into the
trap, a retrap from 2020! This was quickly overshadowed by a stunning male 2k Collared Flycatcher, only
bested when Magnus discovered a Humes Leaf Warbler close the entrance of Krattet and soon after
trapped. The stations 2nd spring record. Birding also shined today with a singing Corn Bunting at the cape,
the first singing Wood Warbler in the forest and in the garden, an early male Nightjar and Firecrest.
Benjamin left after STTG for a short period at home. In the early evening Frank heard a calling Spotted
Crake in the meadows, and after dark managed to find it and trap it, a stunning adult male. Benjamin likely
feeling similar to when a Hoopoe was trapped the evening of his departure last autumn. ..
