After the last two days of Black-Winged dissapomtment, finally the team prevailed with the Kite eventually
floating south over the meadows and U-turning directly over the station. You couldnt ask for better. A
great tick for happy observatory staff. Sparrowhawks dominated the skys today with >300 estimated
moving through along with a good numbers of other raptors similar to the last two days. In the afternoon a
SLUN attempt following the first YBW sighting near As resulted in very few birds but two late Nightjars
roosting by the nets was a nice surprise. A successful nightcatch by Val also resulted in a control Lapwing
who turned out to be ringed as a chick on Fyrvidgen back in 2012, as well as a Ruffand 2 young Dunlin.
